To help them grow in their new-found faith.




WHO ARE YOUR "ALL"?

Everybody knows people who don't
know Jesus yet.

LOOK AROUND YOU

You are with people every day - at work, in
school, online, on the phone, having fun with
friends and family. What would it look like if
every person around you were prayed for by
name and connected with regularly?

STEP OUTSIDE YOUR DOOR

Now, have a look up and down the street/
corridor/stairs - you can begin to reach people
by starting right where you live, work, and play.

TOGETHER FOR ALL

You don't need to do it alone. Encourage your
family and friends to pray for and connect with
the people around them. If we do this together,
we can reach All.

EVERY CHRISTIAN?

Wouldn't it be great if all of God'’s people were to
rise to the challenge to adopt and pray for their
friends, family and neighbors?

Even if just 1 of 3 evangelical/born-again
Christians would adopt 10 households, every
person in America would be covered multiple times.

Everywhere that Jesus went, he would share God's Word with people. The crowds
who followed him were amazed at the way he taught. He did not speak like

any other teacher of God's Word. He spoke with authority. This is why he could
command the crowds to not only listen to what he said, but to do it. Anyone who
did obey what he said would be a wise person. But anyone who did not do what he

said would experience a great loss.

SESSION 2: BEGIN WITH PRAYER

INTRODUCTION

Paul instructs Timothy, a leader in the Church, to teach believers to pray for
everyone, even for kings and those in authority. As they put prayer first, they had
the privilege of participating in God's work. Because they were the children of God,
they could ask God for anything. But the greatest prayer they were to offer for all
people was for their salvation. This pleases God because he desires all people to be
saved and to come to the knowledge of the truth.

EVERY DAY

Make it a habit to pray through the list daily and
keep track by clicking “I prayed” every time - the
app can remind you to pray.

Do the same as you connect with them and see
all of America working together in real-time.

As you get to know your neighbors, you can add
their names and notes.
(Only you can see that info, it is not shared.)

MORE

Of course you can also add custom groups to
pray for your family and friends who don’t live
nearby and invite others to pray with you.

We continue to add new features, like adopting
schools, dashboards for local groups and
churches... to make you even more effective in
praying for every person in your community by
name and reaching them for Jesus.
